FORMER MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL FORM

In December 2009, the Swami’s Surfing Association (SSA) implemented updated bylaws that
altered the membership application process. The updated bylaws state, membership with the SSA
will be terminated when a member has allowed his/her dues to lapse for a period of 90 days. Former
SSA members who wish to continue their SSA membership must follow the application process for
new membership. In February 2010, the SSA general membership voted to provide former SSA
members an amnesty period, allowing former members the opportunity to renew their SSA
membership without following the new member process. The amnesty period begins February 15,
2010, and will end March 31, 2010. The SSA Board must receive the completed Former
Membership Renewal Form and the required dues on, or before May 15, 2010. Renewal forms and
dues will not be accepted after May 15, 2010. After May 15, 2010 all former and new members will
be required to comply with the updated bylaws membership requirements. This is a one time
opportunity for former SSA members to establish their membership with the SSA, before they are
required to complete the new membership application process. We want to welcome all the former
members back to our great club.

INSTRUCTIONS:

1) Complete the attached FORMER MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL FORM.

2) Attach the required dues, $40.00 for individual membership and $60.00 for a Family
Membership.

3) Deliver the completed FORMER MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL FORM and dues to any
current SSA Board member.

4) Upon review and approval of the FORMER MEMBERSHIP RENEWAL FORM by the
Board, you will be notified of acceptance or rejection of your request for membership.

5) Paid memberships pursuant to the amnesty program will expire on December, 31, 2010.

The SSA strives to maintain membership that supports the SSA Mission by including surfers
with a high level of ability as well as those developing their skills, and who demonstrate a passion for
the surfing lifestyle. Members shall not have a criminal felony conviction or a misdemeanor
conviction involving acts of immoral turpitude.

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In April 2009, Joey Abicca, a 15-

year-old lifelong Encinitas resident,

was injured in an accident and

sustained a spinal cord injury that

rendered him paralyzed from the

waist down. An incredible athlete

with an incredible spirit, Joey was

ranked the top surfer in San Diego

County for his age group last year

prior to the accident and loved

skateboarding, wakeboarding and

BMX. Joey has been in intensive,

exercise-based therapy at Project

Walk in Carlsbad and is making slow

but incredible progress. His attitude

and determination to walk again have helped him through the last 11 months of rehabilitation, but his
path to recovery is a long one. Unfortunately, the therapies that have been helping Joey’s recovery
are not covered by insurance.

In order for Joey to stay on his path to recovery and regain his ability to walk, Joey’s parents, Renny
and Anthony Abicca, are forced to look to the continued generosity of others for help. Close friends of
Joey’s family teamed up to establish the “Steps to the Sea” Inaugural Golf Tournament at The
Crossings at Carlsbad, with all proceeds going to Joey’s NTAF Southwest Spinal Cord Injury Fund.
The event will include the golf tournament as well as a banquet dinner, auction, live band (local band
